 SCOPE OF WORK OF CONTRACTOR: 

 

1. Technical specification of jobs involved in various Rigging Jobs are 
indicated in PART 1 - SECTION – 1 to 4 for which tick in appropriately 

and in PART 2 SECTION – 5 to 8 item-wise costs are to be quoted by 

the contractors without fail.   

 

2. Works are to be carried out to the requirements/ satisfaction of 

owner/classification society/HSL and as per manuals and laid down 

procedures  

 

3.  Ships of various types like Cargo vessels, Passenger vessels, Oil 

Tankers, Dredgers, Naval Landing Crafts, Offshore Patrol Vessels, 

Floating dock, Coastguard vessels, Jack Up Rigs, Drilling Vessels and 

Port Crafts like Tugs, etc. of various owners like M/s. SCI, DCI, Indian 

Navy, Coast Guard, Fishing Survey of India, CIFNET, ONGC, Port Trust 

and other private owners are repaired in Shipyard.

Hence, all works shall comply with these 

requirements and necessary documents/records shall be maintained 

by the contractors and submitted to HSL officers time to time. 

 

9. The entire safety of the workmen and equipment is the responsibility of 

the contractors.  Necessary safety gadgets, viz. helmets, shoes, rubber 

/ leather hand gloves, sleeves, aprons, equipment, testing instruments 

and tools etc. shall be arranged by the contractor by themselves to 

their workmen / supervisor and ensure that they should wear the same 

without fail.  

 

If any accident occurs during the execution of the work, HSL is not 

liable for        such incidents and the contractor shall stand responsible 

for the same. 

 

10. Any complaint received from the respective supervising officials of the 

DDSR production depts. stating that scrap/other waste materials 

generated  by the respective parties during the course of work are not 

removed on daily basis, the same shall be removed by HSL at the 

contractor cost and risk and same shall be deducted from the bills, 

while release of payments. 

 

11. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES: 

 

Time is essence of the contract and works entrusted to the contractor 

shall be completed within the stipulated period.  Any delay in 

completion of work will attract penalty @ 0.5% per day or part thereof 

subject to a maximum of 10% of value of the job entrusted to the 

contractor  

 

In case the work is abandoned by the contractor or terminated by HSL 

for reasons of slow progress of work or bad quality of work, the total 

work will be got completed by HSL and consequential additional cost 

and or loss if any,  will be recovered from the contractor. 

 

12.   SUPERVISION OF WORK: 

 

The contractor shall deploy capable and competent workforce to 

carry out     the job to ensure quality of work and proper supervisors 

shall be appointed to comply with discipline, other rules & regulations 

including safety requirements applicable to the Shipyard, apart from 

quality of work and other coordination. 
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13.    SUBLETTING OF CONTRACT: 

 

The contractor to whom the contract is awarded shall not sublet, 

transfer, or assign the contract or any part thereof without the written 

permission from Shipyard.  In the event of contravening this condition, 

Shipyard shall be entitled to place contract elsewhere on contractor’s 

account and at contractor’s risk and the contractor shall be liable for 

any loss or damage which the Shipyard may sustain in consequence 

of arising out of such replacing of the contract. 

 

14. HSL will give sufficient space subject to availability for setting up office 

and the contractor should make his own arrangements for setting up 

of the office.  If vacancy, exists the contractor will be given office 

accommodation on rental basis.  The contractor has to retain majority 

of the equipment in the yard to take up the job within a short notice.

1. GENERAL; 

 

1.1 Contractors may submit their Tenders on their own letter heads as 

per the enclosed formats or on the formats enclosed herewith with 

address stamp on every page.   The tenders should be in English 

Language only. 

 

1.2 Tenders posted or submitted after the due date is considered as 

“LATE TENDERS” and are liable for rejection.  Tenders posted before 

the due date but received after the due date is considered as 

‘DELAYED TENDERS’ and are liable for rejection. 

 

1.3 Each page of the Tender must be with signature of the bidder with 

seal 

 

1.4 Unit rates shall be clearly given in figures and words. 

 

1.5 Corrections and alterations in the Tenders, if any shall be initialed by 

the contractor without fail 

 

1.6 Only the authorized representative(s) of the Contractors who have 

submitted their Tenders are eligible to be present at the time of 

opening of Tenders and they may if so desire, note down the 

particulars of the other Tenders in the manner directed by the 

officer,  who presides over the said Tender opening. 

 

1.7 Contractors or their representative(s),  who failed to attend the 

Tender Opening on the specified date(s) are not entitled to have 

the particulars of the other Tenders at a later date(s). 

 

1.8 Where the Contractors are not in a position to submit their Tenders, 

they shall advise HSL before the due date, of their inability to quote. 

 

1.9 Non-adherence to any of our conditions may render their quotation 

liable for rejection. 

 

2.  TAXES & DUTIES:  

 

 The rates quoted by the bidder in the Price Bid shall be exclusive of 

Service Tax.  Service Tax conditions shall be applicable as per 

taxation procedure. 
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3. CORRUPT PRACTICES:   

 

The Contractors shall not offer or give or agree to give any person in 

the employment of the HSL or working under the orders of the HSL 

any gift or consideration of any kind as an inducement or reward for 

doing or forbearing to do or for having done or forborne to do any 

act in relation to the obtaining or execution of the contract or any 

other contract with HSL or  for showing any favour for forbearance 

to show dis-favour to any person in relation to the contract or any 

other contract with HSL. Any breach of the aforesaid condition by 

the Contractors, or any one employed by them or acting on their 

behalf whether with or without the knowledge of the Contractors or 

the commission of any offence by the contractors or by any one 

employed by them or acting on their behalf under Chapter-IX of the 

Indian Penal Code 1860 or the Prevention or Corruption Act.  1947 or 

any other Act enacted for the prevention of corruption by Public 

Servants shall entitle HSL to cancel the contract and all or any other 

contracts with the Contractors and to recover from the Contractors 

the amount of any loss arising from such cancellation in 

accordance with the provision of clause. 

 

4. APPROPRIATION:

 The enforcement of the term of the contract as well as all the 

transactions entered into by the Contractors, with the Purchasers 

shall be deemed to have taken place within the jurisdiction of 

Visakhapatnam where Hindustan Shipyard is situated and any 

cause of action arising in the due performance or breach of 

contract by either of the parties hereto shall be deemed to have 

arisen within the jurisdiction of Visakhapatnam notwithstanding the 

residence or place of the Purchasers or Contractor. 

 

7. LAWS APPLICABLE:
